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Project Overview:

University of New Hampshire Teacher Residency for Rural Education (UNH-TRRE) will prepare 60 highly qualified elementary and secondary math and science teachers with the option to pursue additional certification in special education for New Hampshire rural, high-need schools. UNH-TRRE pathways will lead to a master’s degree and either elementary certification with middle school science (K-8), elementary certification with middle school mathematics (K-8), secondary science certification (7-12), or secondary mathematics certification (7-12).

Project Goal(s): 

The goals of UNH-TRRE are: to recruit and prepare 60 highly qualified math and science teachers with skills matched to the needs of students in the high-need partner LEAs; UNH-TRRE graduates will be hired and retained as teachers in high-need partner LEAs; students of UNH-TRRE graduates will outperform students of non-participating novice math and science teachers in rural New Hampshire; UNH, NHDOE, rural high need partner LEAs and schools will develop and sustain partnerships and institutionalize reforms.

Project Highlights:

UNH-TRRE’s distinguishing features include: an integrated curriculum centered on STEM content and pedagogy, clinical strength, and community and family competence; the use of high leverage practices related to student achievement; educator rounds that support residents’ inquiry into practice as a community of learners; community-based internships that enable residents to connect their teaching with rural community; and a multi-tiered cohort model that supports residents in learning, teaching, and living in rural NH communities.
